
MANDATE AGREEMENT

INTRODUCTION
The Landlord owns the property being Erf	_ situated at _	_
	(hereinafter referred to as ‘the Property’). The Landlord has decided to lease the Property and to utilise the services of eXp for the period of this mandate to market the Property, with a view to finding a tenant for the Property who is willing and able to rent the Property.

1. The Landlord hereby appoints eXp to find a willing and able tenant to rent the Property. This mandate shall remain in full force and effect from the date of signature hereof, until _	 (‘the Period”).
2. The Landlord requires a rental of R_	_ (	rand) per month for the Property or such lesser rental amount as he/she may agree to in writing.
3. The Landlord shall not during the Period take the Property off the market, and shall: -
3.1. allow eXp and their prospective tenants reasonable access to the Property in order to view the Property;
3.2. allow eXp to display "To Let" signs on the Property;
3.3. allow eXp to display and market the Property on the eXp marketing platforms and the Internet.
4. The Landlord irrevocably undertakes to pay eXp commission in the sum of R_	 (	Rand) payable on signature of any lease agreement, in respect of which eXp introduced a tenant to the Landlord and Property as set out herein by means of payment of the first month’s rent directly by such tenant to eXp. In the event that the Tenant fails to pay the rent or fails to pay the rent timeously in terms of such lease agreement, the Landlord shall immediately pay the commission due directly to eXp. In the event that any lease agreement, in respect of which eXp introduced a tenant to the Landlord and Property as set out herein, does not run its full term for any reason, eXp shall not be obliged to refund any portion of commission received in respect of such lease.
5. eXp undertakes to market the Property inter alia by means of the following: -
5.1. advertising on social media and the eXp advertising platforms; and
5.2. by introducing existing potential tenants to the Property.
6. If the Tenant signs a sale agreement with the Landlord in respect of the Property, at any time during the period of a lease agreement entered into between them or within 12 (Twelve) months after such lease agreement has terminated, in regard of which eXp introduced a tenant to the Landlord and Property as set out herein, then eXp shall be regarded as the effective cause of such sale agreement and shall be entitled to payment by the Landlord of sales commission of 7.5 % plus VAT or any other percentage as agreed between them.
7. The Landlord understands that he/she is entitled in terms of the Consumer Protection Act, Act 68 of 2008, to cancel this agreement by giving 20 (twenty) business days’ written notice of such cancellation.
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8. The Landlord further understands that he/she shall be entitled to cancel this agreement by giving written notice to such effect, within 5 (five) business days of signing this agreement, should this agreement have been concluded as a result of direct marketing.
